Reading Recovery
Reading Recovery is a very successful programme of work that helps children to catch up to the national average with their reading and writing.

Mrs Matthews takes four children, usually from class one, who have not yet made the expected progress with reading. Each of these four children has 30 minutes a day individual teaching for about 20 weeks. They often start below book level one and work their way to book level eighteen within the time given. They also start from being able to write very little, sometimes only their name, to go on to be able to write simple well organised stories that can be read by others.
We have found that the children transfer these skills to the classroom and that they give the children confidence to make further progress in all areas of the curriculum.
Better Reading Partnerships
Better Reading Partnerships is a reading programme to help children who are already reading to become more proficient, confident and fluent. They work one to one with a specially trained adult for 20 minutes, 3 times a week. This lasts for 10 weeks. It has had excellent results with children often making a year’s progress in the 10 weeks.
The parents help too, by hearing their child read the books that are sent home and making sure that the books are sent back into school every day.

Just as with Reading Recovery, it boosts the children’s confidence and helps them to access other areas of the curriculum.
