We will end the Unit by writing a Letter, to ask Julia questions about her stories. 

We will be covering a range of topics this term in Numeracy, including rounding, counting on and estimation. Mrs McDougall will continue to take the class for Numeracy every Thursday. 

In RE we will be learning about inspirational people and discussing who is inspirational to us. In particular we will be exploring the life of Mother Teresa and how her faith impacted on her life.
