This term our Geography topic Extreme Environments continues!  We will be continuing to look at the 5 extreme environments we’ve identified and will focus our attention on acquiring some map skills so that we can eventually create some Ordnance Survey worthy maps!!  We will also continue to use the Planet Earth DVD’s to give ourselves a glimpse at the amazing diversity our wonderful planet offers us.  

Our work on Extreme Environments will extend into many other areas of the curriculum including ICT where we will be completing a project linked to our Geography.  We will be creating some information posters about some of the most famous natural landmarks on the planet.  In our Art lessons we will be creating some beautiful collaged mosaic pictures inspired by the extreme environments we are learning about.  These are going to be large mosaics so please come and visit us when they’re finished!!  We are going all tribal for our Music lessons this term so watch out for the chants from around the globe – they can be a little scary!!

In Literacy, we will be linking our Extreme Environments topic to our work.  We are going to be studying a topic called Authors & Text where we’ll be looking at the books of Jeannie Baker & her wonderful collaged images of the environments.  We will be eventually writing our own narrative to accompany her pictures.  We will also be completing a short topic on Formal Writing where we will be composing some letters to figures in authority about how we feel about the future of our environment & what we feel should be done about it.   

In RE this term we will be looking at Christianity & finding out more about who Jesus is.  We will also be learning about some of the traditions within the church, especially in the lead up to Easter.  The class will also be delving further into Philosophy this term & will be covering a range of PSHE topics within their discussions.    

In Maths, we will be continuing to cover a range of topics that will help the class consolidate what they have previously learnt but also challenge them so they are fully prepared for the future.  In French, we will be consolidating & continuing with our unit entitled ‘Les Quatre Amis’!  Have you asked your child about this story yet?  They are becoming such brilliant linguists!!
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Our PE this term is Outdoor & Adventurous Activities & Games.  We will be getting ourselves outdoors to complete a range of challenges that will require everyone to work as a team. We will also be learning some new skills to play a variety of games including Hockey & Football.  Please ensure your child has a school PE kit along with tracksuit bottoms as we will be going outside even if it is cold!

In Science we will be continuing to study our topic called The Earth & Beyond but we will be doing all our learning in our Science Week!  Look out for the letters asking for donated junk modelling items!  It’s going to be a really exciting week!

Homework is given out twice a week.  Maths homework will be given out on a Wednesday & is due in by Friday.  Literacy based homework will be given out on a Friday & is due in on Monday.  We link our homework to our Golden Time choices so I thank you in advance of your support in this important issue.  

Golden Time happens on Friday afternoons & children are permitted to bring in small toys but not any electrical items.  All children need a water bottle in school as we take frequent drinks breaks to keep ourselves hydrated & alert.
