Parking 
We have reached an agreement with the Parking Enforcement Dept at Canterbury City Council, for a trial period for 3 months due to the special nature of the location of the school.
It has been agreed that anyone observed parking longer than 10 minutes during the following times will be issued with a Penalty Charge Notice:-


Morning (drop off)


8:20am – 8:40am


Afternoon (collection)

2:20pm – 2:40pm

This arrangement includes vehicles parked on the double yellow lines and in the pay & display parking bays.
We will open the gates on time and we will get the children into the playground on time at the end of the day.  We have to make sure that your car is not parked outside for more than ten minutes.  This means don’t turn up at 2:00 to park close to the school when school ends at 2:30.  You have been given a maximum of ten minutes.
Please note: Any vehicle parking outside these times, should purchase parking time from the pay & display machines in place whilst parked in pay and display parking bays.  
Reminder – If any vehicle is seen to park on the “School Keep Clear” or the white zig zag zebra crossing markings, a Penalty Charge Notice will be issued.  I am very upset that we still have parents parking on the crossing and outside the school gate to let children out of their cars.  Please teach your children to respect the road and traffic.  No one wants a child to become a road accident victim.
